HIGHLIGHTS 
 

• One hundred and forty-three (143) confirmed cases were reported in 

the last 24 hours from 18 states – Plateau (35), Kaduna (21), Lagos (19), 

FCT (13), Ebonyi (9), Adamawa (7), Enugu (7), Katsina (7), Edo (6), 

Kwara (5), Osun (3), Anambra (2), Kano (2), Niger (2), Ogun (2), Benue 

(1), Borno (1) and Sokoto (1). 

• One hundred and twenty-five (125) discharges have been reported in 

the last 24 hours in 15 states – Ogun (26), Edo (25), Plateau (21), 

Kaduna (14), Kwara (11), FCT (5), Borno (4), Akwa Ibom (3), Bayelsa 

(3), Lagos (3), Niger (2), Osun (2), Oyo (2), Rivers (2) and Sokoto (2). 

• No deaths were reported in the last 24 hours. 

• All 36 states in Nigeria, and the FCT, have reported a confirmed case. 

• Confirmed COVID-19 cases globally have passed the 25 million mark.

• To protect our elders, and those with pre-existing medical conditions, NCDC has issued an Advisory 
for Vulnerable Groups.  

• NCDC has released guidelines on the re-opening of places for worship.

• The Nigeria Police Force has released COVID-19 operational guidelines for the Police and other Law

RESPONSE 
On 28th February 2020, a multi-sectoral Emergency Operations Centre (EOC) was activated at Level 3 – the 
highest emergency level in Nigeria –led by NCDC in close coordination with the State Public Health EOCs 
(PHEOC).  
 

• Completed deployment of Surveillance Outbreak Response Management and Analysis System 
(SORMAS) tool in Kwara and Benue States 

• Commenced a 4-day refresher training on biosafety, biosecurity and risk assessment 
for all laboratories in the network at National Reference Laboratory (NRL), Gaduwa, 
FCT 

• Concluded waste management assessment in Ogun State, Olabisi Onabanjo University Teaching 
Hospital (OOUTH) and Federal Medical Centre (FMC) Abeokuta 

• Currently working with Technical Advisors and state teams to strengthen mobilisation of 
partners support 

• Commenced testing at the Bayelsa State molecular laboratory in Yenagoa
