HIGHLIGHTS

One hundred and seventy-six (176) confirmed cases were reported in
the last 24 hours from 14 states — Lagos (73), Plateau (50), FCT (17),
Rivers (8), Ondo (6), Niger (5), Ogun (5), Edo (3), Kaduna (3), Oyo (2),
Bauchi (1), Bayelsa (1), Delta (1), Nasarawa (1)

One hundred and sixty-two (162) discharges have been reported in the
last 24 hours in nine states — Oyo (57), Plateau (44), Kaduna (21), Delta
(12), Rivers (11), Bauchi (6), FCT (6), Edo (3) and Ogun (2).

No death was reported in the last 24 hours.

All 36 states in Nigeria, and the FCT, have reported a confirmed case.

e Ahead of forthcoming elections in the country, NCDC has issued Guidelines for Conducting
Elections During the COVID-19 Outbreak in Nigeria.

e To protect our elders, and those with pre-existing medical conditions, NCDC has issued an Advisory
for Vulnerable Groups.

e NCDC has released guidelines on the re-opening of places for worship.

the website of the Presidency — including presidential addresses, task force updates and
information on livelihood and economic support.

RESPONSE

On 28" February 2020, a multi-sectoral Emergency Operations Centre (EOC) was activated at Level 3 — the
highest emergency level in Nigeria —led by NCDC in close coordination with the State Public Health EOCs
(PHEOC).

¢ Trained 60 laboratory scientists drawn from all Local Government Areas on sample collection in
Imo State

e Trained nurses on Infection Prevention and Control from General Hospitals in Yenogoa, Bayelsa
State

e Concluded the Infection Prevention and Control (IPC) focal point improvement plan template
review meeting with state focal persons and relevant stakeholders
