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HIGHLIGHTS

In Week 21, the number of new confirmed cases decreased to 296 from 310 reported in week
20. These were reported in 14 states and FCT (Tables 1 & 2).

In Week 21, the number of discharged cases increased to 82 from 63 in week 20. These were
reported in 7 states and FCT (Tables 1 & 3).

The number of reported deaths in the last one week was 4 (Akwa lbom State) (Tables 1 & 4).
Cumulatively, since the outbreak began in Week 9, 2020 there have been 166,315 cases and
2,071 deaths reported with a case fatality rate (CFR) of 1.2% (Tables 1 & 4).

In Week 21, the number of in-bound international travellers at Nigerian airports was 15,777
compared with 15,755 in Week 20.

In Week 21, the number of in-bound international travellersétest was 2,756 of which 11 were
positive compared to 23 from week 20.

In Week 21, the number of out-bound international travellersoétest was 4,183 of which 23 were
positive compared to 25 from week 20.

Globally, the count for confirmed COVID-19 cases is 170,426,245 with 3,548,628 deaths
resulting in a case fatality rate of 2.1%.
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
