HIGHLIGHTS

One hundred and fifty-one (151) confirmed cases were reported in the
last 24 hours from 10 states — Lagos (71), Ogun (26), Kaduna (17), Osun
(10), Oyo (8), FCT (6), Rivers (6), Plateau (5), Akwa Ibom (1) and Ekiti
(1)

Sixty-three (63) discharges have been reported in the last 24 hours in
six states — Plateau (27), Rivers (24), Osun (5), Kaduna (3), FCT (2) and
Ogun (2).

No death was reported in the last 24 hours.

All 36 states in Nigeria, and the FCT, have reported a confirmed case.

To adhere to post-lockdown measures, NCDC has released an advisory on the use of face masks,
as well as information on the Use of Cloth face masks and how to make your cloth face masks.
NCDC has released guidelines for the management of pregnant women and nursing mothers
during the pandemic.

To address burials of loved ones who die from COVID-19, guidelines have been issued to advise on
the management of dead bodies.

As part of plans to increase the testing capacity of the country, the NCDC published a National
Strateqy to Scale Up Access to Coronavirus Disease Testing in Nigeria document.

RESPONSE

On 28" February 2020, a multi-sectoral Emergency Operations Centre (EOC) was activated at Level 3 — the
highest emergency level in Nigeria —led by NCDC in close coordination with the State Public Health EOCs
(PHEOC).

e Trained 120 health workers (Doctors and Nurses) on Infection Prevention and Control (IPC) in
Kaduna State

e Built capacity and sensitised 171 teachers on Infection Prevention and Control (IPC) across three
Senatorial zones in Kaduna State

e Trained risk communication team, town announcers and community mobilisers in Ebonyi and Akwa
Ibom States

e Ongoing optimisation of a new PCR laboratory in Usman Danfodio University Teaching Hospital
(UDUTH), Sokoto State
