HIGHLIGHTS 
 

 Two hundred and twelve (212) confirmed cases were reported in the 

last 24 hours from eight states – Lagos (85), Oyo (72), FCT (21), Ogun 

(11), Plateau (11), Katsina (6), Kaduna (5) and Osun (1). 

 One hundred and ten (110) discharges have been reported in the last 

24 hours in nine states – FCT (47), Adamawa (21), Plateau (16), Kaduna 

(10), Katsina (6), Rivers (5), Niger (3), Kano (1) and Osun (1).  

 Three deaths were reported in the last 24 hours in two states – 

Adamawa (2) and Osun (1).
