HIGHLIGHTS

One hundred and thirty-six (136) confirmed cases were reported in
the last 24 hours from 16 states — Lagos (41), Ogun (27), Rivers (19),
Abia (10), Oyo (6), Plateau (6), Bauchi (5), Ondo (5), Ekiti (4), Kaduna
(4), Edo (3), Ebonyi (2), Bayelsa (1), Delta (1), Osun (1) and Yobe (1).
One hundred and sixteen (116) discharges have been reported in the
last 24 hours in seven states — Imo (54), Kaduna (25), Oyo (20), Rivers
(10), Bauchi (4), Katsina (2) and Plateau (1).

Three deaths were reported in the last 24 hours in two states —Plateau
(2) and Kaduna (1).

All 36 states in Nigeria, and the FCT, have reported a confirmed case.

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PREPAREDNESS

Since the confirmation of the first case on 27" February 2020, the NCDC has released advisories and
statements to help Nigerians and affected groups in particular to respond to the pandemic

e NCDC published second interim guidance — Infection Prevention and Control: Recommendations
during health care provision for suspected and confirmed cases of COVID-19

e NCDCrecently published the first edition of a quick reference guide on setting up sample collection
centre - A step by step quide on setting up a sample collection centre

e NCDC has launched an online course on Infection, Prevention and Control (IPC) for COVID-19 NCDC
eLearning platform

e Ahead of forthcoming elections in the country, NCDC has issued Guidelines for Conducting
Elections During the COVID-19 Outbreak in Nigeria.

e To protect our elders, and those with pre-existing medical conditions, NCDC has issued an Advisory
for Vulnerable Groups.

e NCDC has released guidelines on the re-opening of places for worship.

e NCDC has released Strategies to Improve Surveillance for COVID-19 Guidance for States

e The Nigeria Police Force has released COVID-19 operational guidelines for the Police and other Law
Enforcement Agencies in Nigeria

e Guidelines have been issued for the safe transportation of remains of persons suspected or
confirmed to have died of COVID-19

e As part of plans to increase the testing capacity of the country, the NCDC published a National
Strateqy to Scale Up Access to Coronavirus Disease Testing in Nigeria document.

e The Presidential Task Force has published policies and announcements on COVID-19 available on
the website of the Presidency — including presidential addresses, task force updates and
information on livelihood and economic support.

RESPONSE

On 28™ February 2020, a multi-sectoral Emergency Operations Centre (EOC) was activated at Level 3 — the
highest emergency level in Nigeria —led by NCDC in close coordination with the State Public Health EOCs
(PHEOC).

e Optimised and activated a new laboratory with Polymerase Chain Reaction (PCR) equipment in
Osun State University, Osogbo, Osun State-currently testing samples

¢ Trained focal persons from Primary Health Care facilities on Infection Prevention and Control
(IPC) in Ekiti State

e Out of a total of 1,473 Persons of Interest (POI) tested across 3 laboratories in the FCT since the
opening of the international travel air space, 22 tested positive
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e Conducted virtual training on Infection Prevention and Control (IPC) for COVID-19 for 300 Enugu
State healthcare workers

e Currently working with state structures on engagement of religious leaders across the country in
collaboration with partners
