HIGHLIGHTS

Four hundred and seventeen (417) confirmed cases were reported in
the last 24 hours from 17 states — Lagos (207), Kaduna (44), Ondo (38),
Abia (28), Anambra (21), Plateau (20), Bauchi (13), Ebonyi (9), Oyo (9),
Delta (7), Edo (7), Enugu (6), Niger (3), Gombe (2), FCT (1), Kano (1) and
Ogun (1).

Three hundred and thirty-seven (337) discharges have been reported
in the last 24 hours in 15 states — Oyo (73), Plateau (54), Enugu (40),
Abia (33), Osun (29), Anambra (28), Lagos (20), FCT (16), Edo (11),
Rivers (10), Kaduna (7), Kano (7), Ebonyi (6), Bayelsa (2) and Ogun (1).
Two (2) deaths were reported in the last 24 hours in two states —Ondo
(1) and Plateau (1).

All 36 states in Nigeria, and the FCT, have reported a confirmed case.

RESPONSE

On 28 February 2020, a multi-sectoral Emergency Operations Centre (EOC) was activated at Level 3 — the
highest emergency level in Nigeria —led by NCDC in close coordination with the State Public Health EOCs
(PHEOC).

e Developed and disseminated advisory on schools reopening to the State Ministries of Health and
Public Health Emergency Operations Centres (PHEOCs) leadership

e Developed and disseminated quick reference guide for improved surveillance and sample
collection to all State Epidemiologists

e Commenced deployment of Surveillance Outbreak Response Management and Analysis System
tool (SORMAS) in Yobe State

= Supported the activation of effective transportation system for movement of COVID-19 cases for
referral to higher level of care

¢ Finalised plans to train laboratorians on the use of Polymerase Chain Reaction (PCR) diagnostic
method across states

e Commenced the final batch of 3-day National Training of Trainers (TOT) for case managers from
Federal Tertiary Hospitals and Institutions supporting the COVID-19 outbreak response in the
South East and South South States on 17t August 2020
