DATA AS REPORTED AND ACCURATE BY NCDC AS AT MIDNIGHT 14™ OCTOBER 2020

HIGHLIGHTS

One hundred and seventy-nine (179) confirmed cases were reported
in the last 24 hours from 13 states — Lagos (116), Anambra (20), FCT
(9), Oyo (9), Rivers (9), Delta (3), Nasarawa (3), Edo (2), Kaduna (2),
Ogun (2), Plateau (2), Ekiti (1) and Osun (1).

One hundred and thirty-seven (137) discharges have been reported in
the last 24 hours in 12 states — Ondo (40), Plateau (34), Rivers (28),
Kaduna (12), Akwa lbom (6), Kano (5), Bayelsa (3), Osun (3), Lagos (3),
FCT (1), Katsina (1) and Oyo (1).

No death was reported in the last 24 hours.

All 36 states in Nigeria, and the FCT, have reported a confirmed case.

RESPONSE

On 28t February 2020, a multi-sectoral Emergency Operations Centre (EOC) was activated at Level 3 —the highest
emergency level in Nigeria —led by NCDC in close coordination with the State Public Health EOCs (PHEQC).

¢ Facilitated the engagement between private laboratories operating in the FCT on finalising and signing
operational Memorandum of Understanding with the Federal Capital Territory administration

¢ Trained Lagos State COVID-19 data collectors on Infection Prevention and Control (IPC)

e Commenced the October monthly distribution of reagents, commodities and consumables to the
public laboratories in the network

¢ Introduced safe school resumption templates used for basic and secondary education under Federal
Ministry of Education leadership to Tertiary Institution regulatory bodies for adaptation

e Developed Infection Prevention and Control (IPC) guidelines for NYSC and Nigeria Law School in
conjunction with other relevant stakeholders

e Developed and published guidance for safe school re-opening
